witness of the early church too is a testimony 
to the resurrection of Lord Jesus Christ. The 
risen Lord lives in us and with us. In Him we 
are dead to the evil of the world and risen 
to the eternal life of the Kingdom of God. 
Sin and death have no power over us. In the 
risen Lord we have victory over them. Our 
body, mind and spirit are being transformed 
and glorified as we grow with the union of
living God. 

The resurrection of Jesus Christ is a 
foundational truth of our faith.
Yet at first, even Jesus’ disciples had a
difficult time believing that He had risen
from the dead. Despite how closely they had 
walked with the Savior, the chosen Apostles 
were unable to accept the Lord’s resurrection 
until they saw Him for themselves.
However, when the apostles finally realized
Jesus had risen from the dead, they went from 
cowering in fear to proclaiming the gospel 
boldly. The powerful message of resurrection 
can also transform your life and mine.
The message of the resurrection:
A. Jesus is alive. 
As Christians, we believe Jesus rose from 
the dead because He was more than a 
prophet or good teacher-He was the Son of 
God. Our risen Savior advocates for us (1 
John 2:1); intercedes on our behalf (Rom. 
8:34); enables us to live godly lives (John 
14:16-17); and prepares an eternal home for 
us (John 14:2-3).

B. We are forgiven.
Our sins are forgiven-not based on our 
good works, but because of Jesus’ death on 
the cross. By raising Jesus from the dead, 
God validated everything Christ had said, 
including His assertion to be the Son of 
God.
C. We are going to live forever.
For believers, physical death is the end of all 
suffering, temptation, and disappointment, 
and it is the beginning of a new existence 
in the presence of God. At the moment of 
death, our spirits leave our bodies and are 
immediately in the presence of the Lord 
(2 Cor. 5:8). Eternal life, by definition, is
everlasting (John 3:16). That means you and 
I cannot lose what the Father has given us 
in Jesus Christ. We are sealed by the Holy 
Spirit as God’s children (Eph. 1:13-14).
D. We will have a resurrected body.
After the resurrection, Jesus’ body was 
glorified but still human. He ate food and
the disciples were able to touch Him ( Luke 
24:41-43; John 20:27). Yet the Lord could 
also pass through walls and disappear in the 
blink of an eye (John 20:19; Luke 24:30-31). 
The Bible teaches that one day we, too, will 
have new, glorified bodies (Rom. 8:23).
E. Heaven is our home. 
We will live forever in a perfect existence 
on a new earth. This planet will be renewed-
transformed into a paradise similar to the 
Garden of Eden in its purity, beauty, and 
eternal nature. In our resurrected bodies, we

The dead in Christ will be 
raised up, and those who remain and are alive 
at His coming will be changed and receive 
new, glorified bodies (1 Thessalonians 4:13-
18). Why is the resurrection of Jesus Christ 
important to salvation? It demonstrated 
that God accepted Jesus’ sacrifice on our
behalf. It proves that God has the power to 
raise us from the dead. “Awake, awake the 
church, the bride of Christ and be clothed in 
strength and beauty, the garment of glory of 
the kingdom.

(Kymtha). Let it echo in our hearts and grant 
us joy, peace, Courage and strength. Let the 
power of Jesus’ resurrection be manifested 
through our lives.
Resurrection guarantees that those who 
believe in Christ will not remain dead, but 
will be resurrected unto eternal life. That is 
our blessed hope!
