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His Holiness
Baselios Paulos I,
1st Catholicos of the
East in Malankara.

His Holiness was born on 19
January 1836 to Murimattom
Kurian and Mariamma in
Kolencherry. He received
deaconship from Cheppad Mar
Dionysius in 1843 and in 1852
he was ordained as Priest by
Metropolitan Yuyakim Mar
Kurilos. He served for a long
period as Vicar of Kolencherry
Church. On 17th May 1877,
His Holiness Patriarch Pathrose
consecrated him as Paulose
Mar Ivanios at Cherallayam
Palli, Kunnam kulam and
appointed him as Metropolitan
of Kandanad diocese. On 15th
September 1912, His Holiness
Patriarch Abdhedh Messiah
with the co-operation of
Vattasseril Geevarghese Mar
Dionysios Metropolitan and
Geevarghese Mar Gregorios
Metropolitanelevatedhimtothe
Apstolic throne of St. Thomas
as Catholicos of Malankara
church. He passed away on 2
May 1913. He was laid to rest
in Pampakuda Cheriya Palli.
His death Anniversary is on
3rd May.
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St.Thomas the Apostle one of the Twelve Apostles
of Jesus Christ, after landing in Kodungallore in
AD 52, established eight churches or Christian
communities. These churches are known as
Ezharappallikal. The seven churches are located
in different parts of Kerala.The church established
in Thiruvithamkode in Kanyakumari district of
Tamil Nadu is accorded the status of ‘Arapally’. The
seven churches are: Maliankara or Kodungallore,
Palayoor, Kottakavu, Kokkamangalam, Niranam,
Kollam, Nilackal or chayal.

Kodungallore or Cranganore became the centre
of Christianity, the Mother Church of Malabar; it
was there that the Apostle established the first
bishopric; we can call it “THE CRADLE OF INDIAN
CHRISTIANITY” The saint made Kodungallore as his
mission headquarters for number of factors. This
coastal town is situated 40 kms to South-West of
Thrissur. The schematic map of the region around
Kodungallore gives only a faint suggestion of the
landscapes of the area, which is hardly above sea
level and abounding in canals and lagoons and
prone to flooding in the rainy season. The land
strip, 5 to 10 Km. broad near the sea shore, shows
every sign of being newly formed by the sea
receding in recent times. It is now not possible to
locate the ancient site of Musiris harbour, nor that
of Mahodayapuram of the Chera Kings precisely
at any of the present sites of the environs of
Kodungallore. No structure or building existing
today in the area can be dated back to more than
6 centuries. This place is close to the oldest port
on the Malabar Coast near to Alwaye, known
as muchiri meaning three branches of Periar
River before joining Arabian Sea. Muchiri is also
known by different names. Musiris, Maliankara,
Anthropolis, Santhrok, Moyrikotta etc are some of
them.
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
