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 The Feast of  Holy Pentecost is 
celebrated each year on the fiftieth
day after the Great and Holy Feast of 
Easter and ten days after the Feast of 
the Ascension of Christ. The Feast is 
always celebrated on a Sunday.

 The Feast commemorates the descent 
of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles on 
the day of Pentecost. It also celebrates 
the establishment of the Church through 
the preaching of the Apostles and the 
baptism of the thousands who on that 
day believed in the Gospel message 
of salvation through Jesus Christ. The 
Feast is also seen as the culmination of 
the revelation of the Holy Trinity.

 In the Old Testament, Pentecost 
was the feast that occurred fifty
days after Passover. As the Passover 
feast celebrated the exodus of the 
Israelites from the slavery of Egypt, 
so Pentecost celebrated God’s gift of 
the Ten Commandments to Moses on 
Mount Sinai. In the New Covenant of 
the Messiah, the Passover event takes 
on its new meaning as the celebration 
of Christ’s death and resurrection, the 
“exodus” of men from this sinful world 
to the Kingdom of God. And in the New 
Testament as well, the Pentecostal feast 
is fulfilled and made new by the coming
of the “new law,” the descent of the 

Holy Spirit upon the disciples of Christ 
(Acts 2:1–4).

 The Holy Spirit that Christ had 
promised to his disciples came on the 
day of Pentecost (cf. Jn 14:26,  5:26; Lk 
24:49; Acts 1:5). The apostles received 
“the power from on high,” and they 
began to preach and bear witness to 
Jesus as the risen Christ, the King and 
the Lord. This moment has traditionally 
been called the birthday of the Church. 
In the liturgical services of the feast of 
Pentecost, the coming of the Holy Spirit 
is celebrated together with the full 
revelation of the divine Trinity: Father, 
Son, and Holy Spirit. The fullness of the 
Godhead is manifested with the Spirit’s 
coming to man, and the Church hymns 
celebrate this manifestation as the final
act of God’s self-disclosure and self-
donation to the world of His creation. 
For this reason Pentecost Sunday is 
also called Trinity Day in the Orthodox 
tradition.

 On Pentecost, we have the final
fulfillment of the mission of Jesus Christ
and the first beginning of the messianic
age of the Kingdom of God mystically 
present in this world in the Church 
of the Messiah. For this reason, the 
fiftieth day stands as the beginning of
the era which is beyond the limitations 
of this world, fifty being that number
which stands for eternal and heavenly 
fulfillment in Jewish and Christian
mystical piety: seven times seven, 
plus one. Thus, Pentecost is called an 
apocalyptic day, which means the day 
of final revelation. It is also called an
eschatological day, which means the day

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of the final and perfect end (in Greek
eschaton means the end). For when the 
Messiah comes and the Lord’s Day is 
at hand, the “last days” are inaugurated 
in which “God declares: ... I will pour 
out my Spirit upon all flesh.” This is the
ancient prophecy to which the Apostle 
Peter refers in the first sermon of the
Christian Church which was preached 
on the first Sunday of Pentecost (Acts
2: 1 7; Joel 2: 28-32).

 Once again it must be noted that the 
feast of Pentecost is not simply the 
celebration of an event which took 
place centuries ago. It is the celebration 
of what must happen and does happen 
to us in the Church today. The Feast of 
Pentecost is an ever-present part of our 
lives. The sending of the Holy Spirit was 
the fulfillment of our Lord’s mission on
earth. His mission was to save us, wash 
us, and purify us by His blood, that we 
may become fit to receive the Spirit. His
purpose is accomplished, for He fills the
Church with His presence and abides in 
us always. We all have died and risen 
with the Messiah-King, and we all have 
received his Most Holy Spirit. We are 
the “temples of the Holy Spirit.” God’s 
Spirit dwells in us (Rom 8; 1 Cor 3:16, 

2 Cor 3; Gal 5; Eph 2-3). 

 If  Christmas is God with us, and Good 
Friday is God for us, then Pentecost is 
God in us. God went beyond sending 
His Son to grant us eternal life, for He 
made us temples of the Holy Spirit. 
Baptism is our death, burial, and 
resurrection in Christ. The sacrament of 
holy chrism is our personal Pentecost. 
We have already received the gift of the 
Holy Spirit. We only need to let Him 
work within us. The Holy Spirit gives 
us newness in life.

 On the Day of Pentecost, the Holy 
Spirit transformed poor, uneducated 
fishermen into men who had new
power, enthusiasm, knowledge of God, 
and a new life. He can do the same for 
us. As body, soul, and spirit, man needs 
the Holy Spirit to make him complete. 
Otherwise, another spirit (evil) will be 
in him and make him less man. God 
breathes life into us through the Holy 
Spirit. He is not “out there”, but dwells 
in each of us. May the Holy Spirit work 
within us, giving us the fire to preach to
and serve others, guiding us always to 
live according to God’s will.

Book Review
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Dr. Ida S. Scudder (1870 - 1960)
INTERNATIONAL NURSES DAY
Once again God had showered his 
blessings to celebrate international 
Nurses Day on 12th May as this day 
is the birth anniversary of Florence 
Nightingale who is the founder of 
modern nursing. She had fulfilled
God’s call which has led millions of 
nurses around the world to be part of 
his healing mission.

Today I would like to pay tribute 
to yet another noble person who 
had responded to God’s call which 
resulted in the foundation of one of 
the foremost teaching hospital in Asia, 
which is none other than Christian 
Medical College& Hospital in Vellore, 
Tamil Nadu by Doctor Ida. S .Scudder 
in 1918.

Doctor Ida was a third generation 
American medical missionary in 
India from the reformed church in 
America. She was born in 1870 to a 
Christian medical missionary couple 
Dr. John Scudder and Sophia while 
they were serving in Tamil Nadu. Ida 
wanted a comfortable life in America 
, but her aspirations changed in a 
single terrible night when three young 

women died during child birth due to 
lack of female medical personnel to 
help them as male personnel were not 
to allowed to take care of females due 
to the prevailing cast and the gender 
customs . She felt terrible that night 
and prayed to God for his guidance. 
That was the first time she ever met
God face to face and it seemed that 
God was calling her to do his work. 
She went back to America and studied 
medicine. In 1899, she graduated as 
the first female Doctor from Cornell
Medical College in New York.  She 
came back to Tamil Nadu started 
a clinic with one bed giving medical 
assistance to local women.

In 1902, she opened a 40-bedded 
Mary Taber Schell hospital and later 
formed in to C.M.C VELLORE in 1918.  
The tiny clinic, then the shell hospital 
have grown in to today’s top quality 
medical and educational institution. 
She opened a small medical school 
in 1918, which later in 1928 had 
grown in to Christian medical college 
at Bagayam, which was built in 200 
acres of land. She started training 
nurses in 1900 which was expanded 
to a nursing school in 1909 and then 
in 1946, as the first nursing college in
India. In 2003 C.M.C was known to 
be the largest Christian hospital in the 
world with 2000 bed and the medical 
college as one of the premier medical 
colleges in India serving the nation in 
the spirit of Christ.

She died at the age of 89 in 1960.
Today over 2 million patients are 
served annually and thousands of 
Doctors, nurses and paramedical
