Itis Christ Jesus, who died, yes, who was raised, who
is at the right hand of God, who, indeed intercedes
for us (Roman 8:34)

A great pilgrimage to the cross is moving toward the
finishing point this month. Once again, the Church as
a whole is participating in the suffering, crucifixion,
and resurrection of our Lord and God. Jesus Christ
was crucified for all human kind, which is under
the bondage of sin form the time of Adam. There
is a trading which claims that Jesus Christ was
crucified exactly where Adam was buried. After the
crucifixion, the cross became the sign of salvation.
He conquered sin, death and suffering through the
cross and resurrection. Jesus says: ‘In the word you
face persecution. But take courage; | have conquered
the world’ (St. John — 16:33)

Again Jesus Christ says: “if any one want to become
my followers, let them deny themselves and take up
their cross and follow me “ (St. Mark 8:34) Suffering
is the privilege of a Christian believer. St. Paul says:
“For He has graciously granted you the privilege not
only of believing in Christ, but of suffering for him as
well.” (Philippians 1:29)

Nobody is immune to suffering. It is a part and parcel
of human life. The world is not divided into men who
suffer and men who do not, but into men who carry the
cross and men who do not and will not carry the cross.

But in this consumerist society, everyone wants the
crown; not the cross or suffering. In fact, this was
the demand of many when Jesus Christ was lying
on the cross. “If you are Son of God. Come down
from the cross”. There is no crown without a cross.
Jesus Christ went to the cross not as a martyr but as
a victor. He never spoke of his death without speaking

of his resurrection. The two were never separated.

Truly, resurrection of our Lord made all the difference,
not the crucifixion. The Great Lent is leading us to
Easter Sunday, not to Good Friday. According to
Gregory of Nazianzus, Easter is the feast of feasts. It
is the climax of great Lent, The existence of Church
even after more than 2,000 years is due to the res-
urrection of our Lord. Orthodox Churches give more
importance to resurrection than to crucifixion, but
increasingly Good Friday gets more importance than
Easter Sunday as is evident from the attendance of
Easter service itself.

In earlier centuries, Baptism for the ‘catechumens’
(those who wish to join the church) was given on
Easter. They used to be taught the faith and traditions
of the Church during the Great Lent, and baptized on
Easter. It was only after Baptism on Easter that they
could attend the full service also, it was mandatory
for them to wear white cloths. So the seven days
following Easter is known as ‘Hevoro’ days. The Syriac
word ‘Hevero’ means white.

Finally, let us introspect this Easter about what we
have achieved through this Great Lent. If it has brought
about a single change in our lifestyle, surely it is a
blessed and fruitful one.

May the Love and Peace of our risen Lord be with
you always, wish you all a Happy Easter. Let us
proclaim again

CHRIST IS RISEN!

Lazarus Saturday
April 13

St. Lazarus and his
sisters Martha and
Mary, the friends
of the Lord Jesus,
had given Him hos-
pitality and served
Him many times
(Luke 10:38-4z;
John 12:2-3). They
were from Bethany,
avillage of Judea.
This village is situ-
ated in the eastern
parts by the foothills of the Mount of Olives, about two
Roman miles from Jerusalem. When Lazarus - whose
name is a Hellenized form of “Eleazar,” which means
“God has helped,” became ill some days before the
saving Passion, his sisters had this report taken to
our Savior, Who was then in Galilee. Nonetheless, He
tarried yet two more days until Lazarus died; then
He said to His disciples, “Let us go into Judea that
| might awake My friend who sleepeth.” By this, of
course, He meant the deep sleep of death. On arriving
at Bethany, He consoled the sisters of Lazarus, who

Usha'ne (Palm Sunday)

April 14

On Sunday, five
days before
the Passover
of the Law, the
Lord came from
Bethany to Jeru-
salem. Sending
two of His disci-
ples to bring Him
a foal of an ass,
He sat thereon
and entered into
the city. When the
multitude there heard that Jesus was coming, they
straightway took up the branches of palm trees in
their hands, and went forth to meet Him. Others
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was already four days dead. Jesus groaned in spirit
and was troubled at the death of His beloved friend.
He asked, “Where have ye laid his body?” and He
wept over him. When He drew nigh to the tomb, He
commanded that they remove the stone, and He lifted
up His eyes, and giving thanks to God the Father, He
cried out with a loud voice, “Lazarus, come forth.”
And he that had been dead four days came forth
immediately, bound hand and foot with the grave
clothes, and Jesus said to those standing there, “Loose
him, and let him go.” This is the supernatural wonder
wrought by the Savior that we celebrate on this day.

According to an ancient tradition, it is said that Lazarus
was thirty years old when the Lord raised him; then
he lived another thirty years on Cyprus and there
reposed in the Lord. It is furthermore related that
after he was raised from the dead, he never laughed
till the end of his life, but that once only, when he
saw someone stealing a clay vessel, he smiled and
said, “Clay stealing clay.” His grave is situated in
the city of Kition, having the inscription: “Lazarus
the four days dead and friend of Christ.” In 890 his
sacred relics were transferred to Constantinople by
Emperor Leo the Wise.

spread their garments on the ground, and yet others
cut branches from the trees and strewed them in the
way that Jesus was to pass; and all of them together,
especially the children, went before and after Him,
crying out: “Hosanna: Blessed is He that cometh in
the Name of the Lord, the King of Israel” (John 12:13).
This is the radiant and glorious festival of our Lord’s
entry into Jerusalem that we celebrate today.

The branches of the palm trees symbolize Christ’s
victory over the devil and death. The word Hosanna
means “Save, | pray,” or “Save, now.” The foal of an
ass, and Jesus’ sitting thereon, and the fact that this
animal was untamed and considered unclean accord-
ing to the Law, signified the former uncleanness and
wildness of the nations, and their subjection thereafter
to the holy Law of the Gospel.
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Holy Thursday
April 18

On the evening of this
day, which was the
eve of the feast of un-
leavened bread (that
is, the Passover), our
Redeemer supped with
His twelve disciples in
the city. He blessed the
bread and the wine, and
gave us the Mystery of
the Divine Eucharist. He washed the feet of the disciples
as an example of humility. He said openly that one of
them was about to betray Him, and He pointed out
the betrayer by revealing that it was he “that dippeth
his hand with Me in the dish.” And after Judas had
straightway gone forth, Jesus gave the disciples His
final and sublime instructions, which are contained
in the first Gospel Reading of the Holy Passion (John
13:31-18:1 known as the Gospel of the Testament).
After this the God-man went forth to the Mount of Olives,
and there He began to be sorrowful and in anguish.
He went off alone, and bending the knees He prayed

Good Friday
April 19
2 When Friday dawned,
Christ was sent bound
from Caiaphas to Pontius
Pilate, who was then
Governor of Judea. Pi-
late interrogated Him
in many ways, and once
and again acknowledged
that He was innocent,
: but to please the Jews,
he later passed the sentence of death against Him. After
scourging the Lord of all as though He were a runaway
slave, he surrendered Him to be crucified.

Thus the Lord Jesus was handed over to the soldiers,
was stripped of His garments, was clothed in a purple
robe, was crowned with a wreath of thorns, had a reed
placed in His hand as though it were a scepter, was bowed
before in mockery, was spat upon, and was buffeted in
the face and on the head. Then they again clothed Him
in His own garments, and bearing the cross, He came
to Golgotha, a place of condemnation, and there, about
the third hour, He was crucified between two thieves.
Although both blasphemed Him at the first, the thief at His
right hand repented, and said: “Remember me, O Lord,
when Thou comest in Thy Kingdom,” to which our Savior
answered, “Today shalt thou be with Me in Paradise.”
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fervently. From His great anguish, His sweat became
as it were great drops of blood falling to the ground.
As soon as He had completed that anguished prayer,
lo, Judas came with a multitude of soldiers and a great
crowd; on greeting the Teacher guile fully with a kiss,
he betrayed Him.

The Lord Jesus was then apprehended and taken
prisoner to the high priests Annas and Caiaphas. The
disciples were scattered, but Peter, who was more
fervent than the others, followed Him even into the
court of the high priest, but in the end denied thrice
that he was His disciple.

Then our divine Teacher was brought before the lawless
Sanhedrin and was interrogated concerning His disciples
and His teaching. The high priest adjured Him before
God that He tell them whether He was truly the Christ.
And having spoken the truth, He was judged guilty of
death, supposedly as one who had blasphemed. Then
they spat in His face, beat Him, smote Him with the
palms of their hands, and mocked Him in every way,
throughout the whole night until the morning.

As He hung upon the Cross, He was blasphemed by
those who were passing by, was mocked by the high
priests, and by the soldiers was given vinegar to drink
mixed with gall. About the ninth hour, He cried out with
a loud voice, saying, “It is finished.” And the Lamb of
God “Which taketh away the sin of the world” (John
1:29) expired on the day when the moon was full, and
at the hour when, according to the Law, was slain the
Passover lamb, which was established as a type of Him
in the time of Moses.

Even lifeless creation mourned the death of the Master,
and it trembled and was altered out of fear. Yet, even
though the Maker of creation was already dead, they
pierced Him in His immaculate side, and forthwith came
there out Blood and Water. Finally, at about the setting
of the sun, Joseph of Arimathea came with Nicodemus
(both of them had been secret disciples of Jesus), and
they took down the all-holy Body of the Teacher from the
Cross and anointed it with aromatic spices, and wrapped
it in a clean linen cloth. When they had buried Him in a
new tomb, they rolled a great stone over its entrance.

Such are the dread and saving sufferings of our Lord
Jesus Christ commemorated today, and in remembrance
of them, we have received the Apostolic commandment
that a fast be observed every Friday.



Holy Saturday
April 20

On Saturday, the high
priests and Pharisees
gathered together be-
fore Pilate and asked
him to have Jesus’
tomb sealed until the
third day; because, as
those enemies of God
said, “We suspect that
His disciples will come
and steal His buried body by night, and then proclaim
to the people that His resurrection is true, as that
deceiver Himself foretold while He was yet alive;
and then the last deception shall be worse than the
first.” After they had said these things to Pilate and

Qyomto (Easter)

Feast Day: April 21

Mary Magdalene, and
the other women who
were present at the
burial of our Savior
on Friday evening, re-
turned from Golgotha to
the city and prepared
fragrant spices and
myrrh, so that they
might anoint the body
of Jesus. On the mor-
row, because of the law which forbids work on the
day of the Sabbath, they rested for the whole day. But
at early dawn on the Sunday that followed, almost
thirty-six hours since the death of the Life-giving
Redeemer, they came to the sepulchre with the spices
to anoint His body. While they were considering the
difficulty of rolling away the stone from the door of
the sepulchre, there was a fearful earthquake; and
an Angel, whose countenance shone like lightning
and whose garment was white as snow, rolled away
the stone and sat upon it. The guards that were
there became as dead from fear and took to flight.
The women, however, went into the sepulchre, but
did not find the Lord’s body. Instead, they saw two
other Angels in the form of youths clothed in white,
who told them that the Savior was risen, and they
sent forth the women, who ran to proclaim to the
disciples these gladsome tidings. Then Peter and
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received his permission, they went and sealed the
tomb, and assigned a watch for security, that is, guards
from among the soldiers under the supervision of the
high priests (Matt. 27:62-66). While commemorating
the entombment of the holy Body of our Lord today,
we also celebrate His dread descent with His soul,
whereby He destroyed the gates and bars of Hades,
and made His light to shine where only darkness had
reigned (Job 3 8 : 17; Isaiah 49:9; 1 Peter 3:18-20);
death was put to death, Hades was stripped of all its
captives, our first parents and all the righteous who
died from the beginning of time ran to Him Whom
they had awaited, and the holy angelic orders glorified
God for the restoration of our fallen race.

John arrived, having learned from Mary Magdalene
what had come to pass, and when they entered the
tomb, they found only the winding sheets. Therefore,
they returned again to the city with joy, as heralds
now of the supernatural Resurrection of Christ, Who
in truth was seen alive by the disciples on this day
on five occasions.

Our Lord, then, was crucified, died, and was buried
on Friday, before the setting of the sun, which was
the first of His “three days” in the grave; observing
the mystical Sabbath, that “seventh day” in which
it is said that the Lord “rested from all His works”
(Gen. 2:2-3), He passed all of Saturday in the grave;
and He arose “while it was yet dark, very early in the
morning” on Sunday, the third day, which, according to
the Hebrew reckoning, began after sunset on Saturday.

As we celebrate today this joyous Resurrection, we
greet and embrace one another in Christ, thereby
demonstrating our Savior’s victory over death and
corruption, and the destruction of our ancient enmity
with God, and His reconciliation toward us, and our
inheritance of life everlasting. In addition, this day
of this particular week, which is the first of all the
rest, is dedicated to the honor of the Lord; in honor
and remembrance of the Resurrection, the Apostles
transferred to this day the rest from labor that was
formerly assigned to the Sabbath of the ancient Law.

himself publicly before the Emperor and denounced
him. When threats and promises could not move him
from his steadfast confession, he was put to unheard-of
tortures, which he endured with great bravery, over-
coming them by his faith and love towards Christ. By
the wondrous signs that took place in his contest, he
guided many to the knowledge of the truth, including
Queen Alexandra, wife of Diocletian, and was finally
beheaded in 296 in Nicomedia.

His sacred remains were taken by his servant from
Nicomedia to Palestine, to a town called Lydda, the
homeland of his mother, and then were finally trans-
ferred to the church which was raised up in his name.

Mark was an idolater from Cyrene of Pentapolis, which is near Libya. Having come
to the Faith of Christ through the Apostle Peter, he followed him to Rome. While
there, at the prompting of Peter himself and at the request of the Christians living
there, he wrote his Gospel in Greek, and it is second in order after Matthew’s.
Afterwards, travelling to Egypt, he preached the Gospel there and was the first to
establish the Church in Alexandria. The idolaters, unable to bear his preaching,
seized him, bound him with ropes, and dragged him through the streets until he,
cut to pieces on rocks, gave up his soul. It is said that he completed his life in
martyrdom about the year 68. He is depicted in holy icons with a lion next to him,
one of the living creatures mentioned by Ezekiel (1:10), and a symbol of Christ’s
royal office, as Saint Irenaeus of Lyons writes.

Thirumeni was well known for his prayer life and spiritual leadership.
H.G. was instrumental in establishing Njaliyakuzhy Dayara which became
the modern Mount Athos of the Malankara Orthodox church. H.G. served
the church as the professor of Orthodox Theological seminary and the
President of the St. Thomas Vaidika Sangham, an organization for the
clergies of the church. As a Metropolitan, H.G. was very particular for the
spiritual discipline and growth of the Kottayam Diocese. H.G's prophetic
voice always became a corrective force against the evil trends in the
church and the society. Thirumeni stands parallel with Pampadi Thirume-
ni for his devotion and human love.

His Grace was born in 1940 at the Keeyath family, Othara. After his
schooling, he did his BSc from Fathima Matha College, Kollam. Further to
that he took his post graduation in Hebrew and Syriac Languages from
Mansfield College, England. Also he took a Masters in Theology from
Oxford University. Meanwhile, he learnt Sanskrit and Latin. H.G. was
ordained a deacon in 1963 and a priest in 1973, respectively, by His
Grace Mathews Mar Kurilos. Thereupon, he worked as the Vicar of
Karappuzha Chappel. In 1979, HH Marthoma Mathews I, ordained him to
the rank of a ramban.

His Grace was ordained an episcopos in 1985 at St Mary’s Church,
Puthiakavu, Mavelikkara. Since then, H.G. is working as the Bishop of
Kottayam Diocese. H.G.was ordained as a metropolitan in 1991. From
1971 onwards, H.G. was teaching at the Orthodox Theological Seminary,
Kottayam and has authored a book, “Hridaya Sudhikaranam”. His Grace
is also a known guru in meditation! May his soul rest with the righteous
and the just in the heavenly abode. May his prayers be a refuge for us
before God Almighty.
