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This feast is celebrated with very much importance. Throughout the Ministry of our 
Lord, the disciples and people who followed Him, learnt about the Holy Scriptures. 
After the Lord’s Resurrection, when He appeared to His disciples, He reminded them 
about His Teachings and encouraged them to have love, faith, strength and hope.

He also worked miracles and explained further about the Kingdom of God. It is during 
this time that the disciples realized about all that was told in the Holy Scriptures and 
their fulfillment in Him, as the Messiah. After the period of 40 days, it was time for 
Him to return to God the Father, with a promise of the Gift of the Holy Spirit. We also 
read, in the Gospel of St. John (St. John 14:1-6), our Lord’s promise to us that He is 
going to prepare a place for us in Heaven and that His disciples and followers will be 
with Him for eternity.

As He was completing His Works on the earth, He also gave them the Great Commis-
sion, instructions to spread the Gospel all over the world, baptizing in the Name of 
the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. We read in the book of the Acts of 
the Apostles (Acts 1:3-11), the Gospel according to St. Mark (St. Mark 16:19) and the 
Gospel according to St. Luke (St. Luke 24:50-53), which tell us about our Lord’s 
Ascension. Ascension is mentioned as "He was lifted up before their eyes in a cloud 
which took Him from their sight" (Acts 1:9). When our Lord ascended into Heaven, 
the disciples were amazed, but two Angels appeared to them and one of the Angels 
assured them, "This same Jesus, which is taken up from you into Heaven, shall so 
come in like manner as you have seen Him going into Heaven" (Acts 1:11). This feast 
is celebrated as one of the Twelve Great Feasts of the Church.

GLORY BE TO THE TRIUNE GOD!

“Now if we are children, then we are heirs, heirs of God and co-heirs with 
Christ, if indeed we share in His sufferings in order that we may also 

share in His glory.’’ (Romans 8:17).

Many a time, people think of sufferings, as challenges, which often 

cause disconnections in our faith. The Parable of the Sower (St. 

Matthew 13:11-9) along with the Sermon on the Mount (St. Matthew

We celebrate birthdays and anniversaries to mark a milestone of our 

journey on the earth, but when it comes to glorifying God, we should 

think if adequate importance is given or not in our lives. Praise and 

Glory should be attributed to the Holy Trinity for giving us every 

minute in life. Every Fasts and Feasts, we mark the advancement of 

our spiritual growth, by becoming closer to God and doing His Will. 

The Great Lent, Easter, Ascension and Pentecost also show us how we 

can overcome our challenges through fasting and prayer, so that at 

the end of our battles, we will be victorious in God’s Holy Name.
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God bless us all.
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We read the continuation from the Holy 
Pentecost, is the first Friday after the 
Feast of Pentecost. It is the first miracle, 
recorded, after the descend of the Holy 
Spirit to the Apostles, St. Peter and St. 
John. On this day the Church commemo-
rates the healing of the lame man, who 
was lame from his mother’s womb, by St. 
Peter and St. John after the day of Pente-
cost (Acts 3:1-10). We also read that they 
realized that this was one of those 
persons, who was sitting in the Temple 
gate called ‘Beautiful’. Though he didn’t 
get the opportunity to be healed, our 
Lord was gracious to him, when the 
Apostles met him. We also read that 
though the man pleaded for materialistic 
things, which were only temporary, the 
Apostles miraculously healed him 
permanently.

The disciples were full of the Holy Spirit 
and they began working wonderful 
miracles in the Name of our Lord and 
Saviour Jesus Christ, thus not only 
spreading the knowledge of the Gospel, 
but also actions that reveal the Power of 
our Almighty God. We should also note 
that this is was done by St. Peter, whose 
name from Greek word ‘Petra’ which 
means ‘rock’ and by St. John, whose 
name from Hebrew word ‘Yohanan’ 
which means ‘God is Gracious’. So, we 
learn here, that though our Lord, with His 
Divine Love, has given us the Blessed 
Holy Spirit, Who works in us and guides 
us always, throughout our lives. We 
should not worry about life, but be sure 
that the Power of the Lord our God 
Almighty is on His Children and on those 
who follow His Will.

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We read in the Holy Bible about the promises of our God. Our Lord promised His disciples, 
the Gift of the power of the Holy Spirit and told them to wait in Jerusalem. On the day of 
Pentecost, they were gathered together in the “upper room” waiting for a sign from 
Heaven. Suddenly there came a great sound from Heaven which was like a rushing 
mighty wind.  It filled the house where the disciples were waiting. Great tongues of fire 
were seen over each of the heads of the Disciples.  It was the Power of the Holy Spirit 
which brought divine inspiration to all in the house.  They began to speak many languag-
es, and they were “filled with the Holy Spirit”.  This was the fulfillment of the promise 
which the Lord had given to them. The disciples then traveled to the far corners of the 
earth to bring the message of the Good News of Lord Jesus Christ to the world. 

The Holy Pentecost is known as the birthday of the Christian Church, which is 10 days 
after our Lord’s Ascension to Heaven. All Christian denominations, Orthodox, Protestant 
and Roman Catholic observe this magnificent feast day of ‘Pentecost’ (Greek word mean-
ing ‘fiftieth’). We read that the disciples weren’t learned men, there were mostly fisher-
man with little learning. The Power of the Holy Spirit, not only comforted them, but also 
guided them spiritually, strengthened and reminded them about all our Lord’s Teachings, 
that helped them to spread the message of the Good News throughout the world. 

During the Divine Liturgy on the Holy Pentecost, all Orthodox Christians take part in the 
service known as “the service of kneeling”. The priest reads three prayers about the 
miracle of Pentecost, during each prayer the entire congregation kneels and prays also. 
It is during this time that we pray that the Power of the Holy Spirit will enter our hearts 
also and give us spiritual strength to live our lives according to the Will of God.  Let us 
pray that the power of the Holy Spirit enters our hearts and transforms us into the Way 
and Will of our Lord Jesus Christ.
