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“We know that all things work together for good for those who love God,
— who are called according to his purpose” (Rom.8.28).

Dearly Beloved,
Greetings to you all in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.

Our life in Christ is a precious gift, and God calls us to live in faith. However, life often takes unexpect-
ed turns, and despite our best efforts, we face disappointment and hardship. In these moments, we
may question why God allows suffering—whether in sickness, financial struggles, or natural
disasters. But as Christians, we must reflect on how we should respond in such times of trial.

The story of Job provides profound lessons. Though described as blameless and upright, fearing God
and shunning evil, Job endured tremendous loss. He lost everything one after another—his wealth,
health, and family. People laughed at him for his faith in God. Yet Job's deep trust in God never
wavered. At the peak of his sufferings, he declared, “For | know that my Redeemer lives” (Job 19:25).
He was transformed internally and realised the providence of God in his life. In the end, God restored
Job’s fortunes, blessing him with more than he had before.

The life of Joseph from the Old Testament similarly demonstrates God’s unseen plans in the face of
hardship. From seventeen to thirty years of his life, Joseph endured betrayal by his brothers, slavery,
and years of imprisonment. From the outside, it seemed his life was a total failure. But God had a
larger purpose—to raise Joseph to a position of leadership and save many lives during the famine.
The Psalmist affirms this, saying, "The Lord tested Joseph’s character, and then set him free" (Psalm
105:18-21). What seemed like failure was, in fact, preparation for Joseph’s future greatness.

In the New Testament, we see similar themes. When the disciples asked Jesus after witnessing the
healing of the blind man, why he was born blind, Jesus responded that it was “so that God’s work
might be revealed in him” (John 9:3). This teaches us that some suffering has a divine purpose,
allowing God’s glory to be revealed through healing or restoration.

As Christians, we may feel lost during difficult times, but we must trust that God’s plan is at work.
Psalm 139:5 reminds us that God surrounds us, laying His hand upon us. Every challenge is an oppor-
tunity for growth, strengthening our faith and resilience. When we look back on our lives, we see how
God has brought us through trials and blessed us beyond what we could imagine.

May we trust God’s purpose in every hardship and remain steadfast in faith.
May God bless us all.

COMMEMORATION

APOSTLE JAMES (SON OF ALPHAEUS) - October 18

The Holy Apostle James was the son of Alphaeus and one of
the twelve. He was the brother of the holy Evangelist
Matthew. The Church commemorates the Apostle James on
October 23, and on June 30 with the Synaxis of the Glorious
and All-Praiseworthy Twelve Apostles of Christ.

James heard the Lord’s words and witnessed his miracles.
After the Descent of the Holy Spirit the Apostle James,
Alphaeus, and the Apostle Andrew the First-Called
(November 30) made missionary journeys throughout Judea,
Edessa, Gaza, and Eleutheropolis, proclaiming the Gospel,
healing all sorts of sickness and disease, and converting
many to the path of salvation. St James finished his
apostolic work in the Egyptian city of Ostrachina, where he
was crucified by the pagans.

ATHANASIUS OF ALEXANDRIA (Feast Day: October 14)

Athanasius of Alexandria was the Patriarch of Alexandria in the fourth century.
He was the first person to formally identify (and canonize) the same 27 books |
of the New Testament that are in use today. He also wrote a biography of |
Anthony the Great that later served as an inspiration to Christian monastics in
both the East and the West. In about 319, when Athanasius was a deacon, a
preshyter named Arius began teaching that there was a time when Jesus did |
not exist and that he had been created by God - a view which came to be known
as Arianism.

This Christological formulation, which seemed to contradict some elements of
Christian practice, soon polarized the entire Christian community. Athanasius's
theological commitment to Jesus's divinity (in addition to his role as
Alexander's secretary) led the young deacon to accompany his master to the
First Council of Nicaea in 325 AD, a council (ordered by Emperor Constantine |)
whose goal was to formally resolve the question of Christ's divinity, in order to
avoid schisms within the church. At this 4 council, Athanasius and Alexander
firmly sided with Constantine against the proponents of Arianism, On May 9, 328, he succeeded Alexander as bishop
of Alexandria, becoming the 20th Patriarch of the Church of Alexandria, a position which he held for 45 years, out of
which 16 years he spent in exile, Hiding from Arian supporters in the Imperial court, the local churches, and even, at
times, the Vatican. [6] During his various exiles, he traveled throughout Christendom, teaching the Nicene Creed and
spreading the tales of the exemplary Desert Fathers (especially Saint Anthony). During 364 AD (and after decades of
persecution), Athanasius was officially and publicly pardoned by Emperor Valens and was invited to return to his
diocese. There he spent the remaining years of his life ministering to his community and performing his various
ecclesiastical duties. This period is eloquently summarized by Cornelius Clifford:
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—— Companion of St. Paul

St. Luke, the writer of the Gospel and the Acts of the Apostles, has been
identified with St. Paul's “Luke, the beloved physician” (Colossians
4:14) Luke explains in the introduction to his gospel that his writings
were inspired by close association with Paul and his companions.

Luke joined Paul at Troas in the year of 51, accompanying him from
Macedonia to Philippi.

Luke remained with Paul to the en of his life, even during his
imprisonment and sufferings, “Only Luke is with me"
(2 Timothy 4:11).

ST. LUKE BIOGRAPHY

Saint Luke was born a Greek and a Gentile in Antioch, Syria. He was a physician and it is
believed that he may have also been a slave, as it was not common in his day for slaves to
be educated in medicine so the family would have a resident physician.

Luke became a close companion of Paul of Tarsus and accompanied him on his missionary
journeys. It is very possible that Luke provided medical assistance to Paul when he had
been beaten, stoned, or nearly drowned while evangelizing to the Western Roman
Empire.

Luke is the only Gentile to have written books in the Bible. He is the writer of the third
Gospel and the Acts of the Apostles and his writings have been proven historically
accurate.

In the third Gospel, Luke emphasizes Christ's compassion for sinners and for those who
suffer. One will also find in Luke’s account of the gospel, a strong emphasis on the role
women played in Christ’s ministry.

Luke's Christian ministry can be followed in the book of Acts. Up until the sixteenth
chapter the story of Acts is written in third person, much like an historian recording facts.
The voice of the narrator then changes to first person and scholars believe this is done at
the time Luke first joined Paul at Troas in the year 51. The book of Acts switches back to
third person and scholars believe that this reflects a period in time when Luke was not
present during the events that are recorded.

Saint Luke's feast day is celebrated on October 18th
